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Recently Completed Project Profile
The works at Portiuncula Hospital involved internal
demolitions and alterations of the old A&E area and the 
subsequent fit-out of a new A&E Department with full 
facilities i.e. Resus Area, Assessment Bays, Treatment 
Areas, Plaster / Procedure Room, Consultants Rooms 
etc.  A new entrance lobby was also constructed along 
with associated external works (i.e. external drainage 
alterations / hard landscaping etc).

The works were carried out within a live hospital adjacent 
to the Temporary A&E Units and below wards located on 
floors overhead. In order to avoid disruption to the 
hospital activities, we programmed the works to be 
carried out over 3 phases with strict procedures in place 
on dust & noise control.

Work recently completed on the County Council Area Office,
Library & Courthouse, Kilmallock, Co. Limerick.

The accommodation contains a main 
arrival hall, living room, dining room, family kitchen / 
dining and breakfast room, utility and storage rooms, 
sunroom, family room, 5 bedrooms (4 en suite) and a 
library together with additional bathroom and toilet 
facilities.  Site development works include the 
construction of site ancillary structures, new foul and 
surface drainage runs, electrical services and other 
utilities ducting, terraced areas, footpaths and 
landscaping facilities.  The house will be completed to a 
high level of finish and to a strict air tightness 
specification.  Work commenced in January 2009 and is 
scheduled for completion for November 2009.  Our 
project team consists of Michael Cagney - Executive 
Contracts Manager; Sean Reidy - Executive Quantity 
Surveyor and Pat O’Neill - Site Manager.

Current Project Profile
The project at Gooldshill, Mallow for Cork County 
Council consists of 213 residential units split between 189 
houses and 24 apartments. 
Phase 1, 2 and 3 are currently under construction and are 
on programme, Phase 1 is on schedule to be handed 
over November 2009. Air-tightness testing is ongoing and 
results thus far exceed the threshold set out within the 
contract. Landscaping to the 7 hectare site has 
commenced including the formation of the football pitches 
and children’s playgrounds. External works including the 
diversion of ESB overhead line, site drainage and 
electrical services installation have been completed.
Work to Phase 4 is schedule to due to commence

This project 
involves the construction of a new extension to the Operating 
Department which is situated overhead a functioning dialysis 
unit.  In parallel there will be an extension to the dialysis unit 
and a new ventilation system installed there.  The location for 
the works is almost completely surrounded by the live hospital 
and the project duration is 22 weeks incorporating 3 phases.  
The works require a high level of care and attention because of 
‘at risk’ patients and sterile zones within the vicinity of the 
construction operations. 

Other news - Work is also due to start this month on the fit-out of the Dunnes Stores unit in the Ilac Centre in Henry Street, 
Dublin.  Refurbishment works to Dunnes shops in the Westside Shopping Centre in Galway and Castlebar are also due to 
commence this month.

New Project Profile – Refurbishment of St. Anne’s Ward, 
Mercy University Hospital, Cork
This project involves the refurbishment of St. Anne’s Children’s 
Ward at Mercy University Hospital, Cork.
